The above festival may, however,
be included as Restricted Holidays in the Hill Districts and the Manipur Bhawans.

4. Further, in exercise of the powers conferred by the explanation of section 25 of the
Negotiable Instrument Act, 1881 (Act XXVIof 1881), the Governor of Manipur is pleased to declare
the days specified in the ANNEXURE-III as “PUBLIC HOLIDAYS” for the year, 2026 in Manipur.
